	Discussion on Standards Request R23006
	Mr. Coffin explained that the draft recommendation, Attachment 1 Modified Business Practices, and the Attachment 2 Retail Customer XSD Schema all comprise Part 2 of the two-part recommendation for Standards Request R23006.  Ms. Mallett noted that Mr. Coffin’s comments from Attachment 1 would be deleted before posting for formal comment.  The comments from Mr. Coffin explain many of the modifications made to Attachment 1 and are copied below:

· Figure 4 ESPI Usage Summary Classes: Adds the Atom cust:Statement “related” <link> to the UsagePoint. 

· Figure 23 Retail Customer Import: Adds the Statement and its elements to the RetailCustomer object.

· Figure 24 Retail Customer Inheritance: Adds the Statement resource to the diagram.

· Figure 25 Retail Customer Resource Atom Link Usage: add the Statement resources and Usage Summary Atom “related” <link> reference to the Retail Customer resource diagram. 

· New Figure X34X Retail Customer Statement Resource Detail: (to be renumbered by the NAESB Office upon ratification): Adds the Statement resource diagram to the model business practices. 
· Figure 34 Retail Customer Enumerations Code List: Adds the Statement enumerations to the diagram.

· REQ.21.4.3.1.1.2 “cust:Customer” Element: Adds the Statement Atom “related” link to the Customer resource. 

· REQ.21.4.3.1.1.10 “cust:Statement” Element: Adds the Statement resource data definition.

· REQ.21.4.3.1.2.22 “cust:StatementRef” Element: Adds the Statement resource StatementRef element data definition.
· REQ.21.4.3.1.3.3.6 MediaType: Adds the Statement resource StatementRef element mediaType Enumeration definitions to the NAESB REQ.21 ESPI standard.
Mr. Watson stated that he took the opportunity to review the materials and had no revisions. 
Mr. Watson moved that the ESPI Task Force approve the draft recommendation and its attachments for Standards Request R23006 Part Two.  Mr. Burks seconded the motion.  The motion passed without opposition.  Mr. Rahimi abstained.

Mr. Coffin stated that the schema, as it appears in the current version of REQ.21 is difficult to read because the text is small and each page includes two pages of the schema.  He suggested that the NAESB office consider enlarging the text.  Ms. Mallett stated that she would bring the suggestion back to the NAESB Staff. 

	Other Business
	Ms. Mallett reminded the participants that the RMQ Executive Committee met on October 26, 2023 and voted to shorten the formal comment period for Part 2 of the recommendation for R23006 from thirty days to fifteen days.  Following the formal comment period, the RMQ Executive Committee will hold a single-topic meeting to consider the recommendation and, if approved, the standards will be posted for a thirty-day ratification period.  
This action to shorten the formal comment period and hold a single-topic meeting was taken by the RMQ Executive Committee to ensure that, if approved, the revised model business practices are ready before the 4Q date to publish Version 4.0 of the NAESB RMQ Model Business Practices.  

	Adjournment
	The meeting was adjourned on a motion from Mr. Watson at 1:10 PM Central.  The motion passed without opposition.
