	Discussion and Vote on R19010 Revisions to NAESB REQ.21 ESPI Model Business Practices 
	Mr. Burks asked Mr. Coffin of the Green Button Alliance to review the modifications made to the NAESB REQ.21 Energy Services Provider Interface (ESPI) Model Business Practices in response to Standards Request R19012.  Mr. Coffin noted that there were two work papers, R19012 Work Paper 1 – containing modifications to REQ.21.4.3 Energy Usage Information, and R19012 Work Paper 2 – containing modifications to REQ.21.4.3 Retail Customer Model.  Mr. Coffin reviewed the changes in each work paper.  He stated that the changes redefine the downlink occurrences, add the word “Required” to distinguish from elements of the Atom Model that were not necessary, and clarify the usage of numerous Atom links.  Mr. Coffin moved to adopt the modifications in response to Standards Request R19012.  Mr. Nguyen seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously without opposition.
