The NAESB Retail Markets Quadrant (RMQ) Energy Services Provider Interface (ESPI) Task Force will hold a conference call with webcasting on Monday, December 17, 2018 from 1:00 PM to 3:00 PM Central to vote on potential modifications and updates to the NAESB REQ.21 ESPI Model Business Practices under Standards Request R13001.  
During its October 10, 2018 meeting, the RMQ Executive Committee remanded the ESPI recommendation back to the ESPI Task Force due to a substantial set of comments submitted by the Green Button Alliance and a request for more time to finalize the document. Additionally, the Executive Committee agreed to shorten the upcoming formal industry comment period for the recommendation from 30 days to 14 days. The Green Button Alliance has committed to completing the revisions to the recommendation by the December 17, 2018 conference call.
