	Discussion on Standards Request R19005
	Mr. Bartlett reviewed the work paper for R19005.  He noted a number of modifications to the standard. Throughout the document “Publish-Subscribe Middleware Layer” was changed to “Publish Subscribe Protocol Layer” and “Data Distribution Service Middleware” was modified to read “Data Distribution Service Protocol.”  Mr. Bartlett noted that RMQ.26.6.3.2.2 was renamed “OpenFMB Platform Specific Approach.”  He stated that the DDS specific language was removed from the standards and small edits were made to language that refers to MQTT for alignment.  The ESPI Task Force agreed to vote on the recommendation during its next meeting.
