DRAFT MINUTES
1. Welcome 
Mr. Phillips welcomed the participants to the meeting and the participants introduced themselves. Ms. Trum delivered the NAESB Antitrust and Meeting Policy reminder.  Mr. Phillips reviewed the agenda.  Mr. Norris moved, seconded by Ms. Gerush, to adopt the agenda as final.  The motion passed a simple majority vote without opposition.

2. Discuss 2021 WEQ Annual Plan Item 3.a.ii – Review WEQ-004 and WEQ-022 and make modifications a needed for consistency in the use of defined terms, acronyms, and abbreviations 
Mr. Phillips stated that in response to Standards Request R20013, the WEQ SRS had developed a recommendation to modify WEQ-000 to identify which suite of standards every defined term and abbreviation/acronym appears.  In reviewing the standards, the WEQ SRS had identified some potential inconsistences for further review by the subcommittees that created the standards.  In response, a new annual plan item was created, and the WEQ CISS was assigned to review WEQ-004 and WEQ-022.  Ms. Trum stated that the subcommittee can develop a recommendation to make any necessary revisions to WEQ-004 and WEQ-022 as well as WEQ-000 regarding changes to any of the defined terms or definitions that are used within the standards.  She stated that NAESB staff is coordinating between the WEQ subcommittees to ensure that any modifications to the standards are consistent.
The participants reviewed the WEQ-004 work paper developed by the WEQ SRS and discussed potential modifications to WEQ-004.
The participants discussed the term entity code.  There was general agreement that this term should be capitalized and included as a defined term in WEQ-000.  Ms. Smith noted that this would create consistency between the use of the term Entity Code in the NAESB managed EIR and the standards.
One area of discussion was the term Net Scheduled Interchange versus Net Interchange Schedule.  Ms. Gerush stated that both terms are defined within NERC.  Mr. Phillips stated that only Net Interchange Schedule is a defined term in WEQ-000.  Mr. Buus stated that when the subcommittee revised WEQ-004 to add the new appendix to support automation of the Net Scheduled Interchange checkout process, the recommendation added NSI has a new abbreviation but did not define the term Net Scheduled Interchange.  The participants agreed to use the same definition as included in the NERC Glossary for consistency purposes.
The participants discussed the term Entity and agreed to leave references to the capitalized term as they currently appear in the standard.
At the next meeting, the subcommittee will begin review of the WEQ-022 work paper and the definitions for the defined terms used in both WQ-004 and WEQ-022.
