DRAFT MINUTES
1. Welcome 
Mr. Buus welcomed the participants to the meeting and the participants introduced themselves. Ms. Trum delivered the NAESB Antitrust and Meeting Policy reminder.  Mr. Phillips reviewed the agenda.  Mr. Norris moved to adopt the agenda as final.  The motion passed a simple majority vote without opposition.

The participants reviewed the draft minutes from the May 27, 2021 meeting.  Modifications were made to correct a typographical error.  Mr. Norris moved, seconded by Mr. Buus to adopt the revised draft minutes as final.  The motion passed a simple majority vote without opposition. 2. Review and Potentially Vote on Recommendation to Address 2021 WEQ Annual Plan Item 3.a.ii – Review WEQ-004 and WEQ-022 and make modifications a needed for consistency in the use of defined terms, acronyms, and abbreviations 
Mr. Phillips stated that over the previous few meetings, the participants had developed proposed modifications to WEQ-000, WEQ-004, and WEQ-022 to address 2021 WEQ Annual Plan Item 3.a.ii which had been incorporated into a draft recommendation.  Mr. Phillips reviewed the draft recommendation.
The participants discussed the proposed revisions to WEQ-000.  Ms. Trum stated that the modifications proposed to the defined term Governing Documents had already been addressed by a previous minor correction.  The participants determined that no further modifications were needed to the definition.  The term was removed from the draft recommendation.

The participants discussed the proposed revisions to WEQ-004.  Mr. Buus noted that within the appendices, there are field names that are capitalized which are not defined in WEQ-000.  He reminded the participants that based on previous subcommittee discussions, the participants agreed to leave these terms capitalized as they are e-Tag field names and also appear at the beginning of bulleted lists. 
The participants discussed the proposed revisions to WEQ-022.  Mr. Phillips stated that in the previous meeting, the participants had discussed WEQ-022-1.1 and determined that the reference to the NAESB Electronic Tagging Functional Specification was included as a descriptor to indicate that the e-Tagging functional roles and NAESB EIR roles are related but separate and distinct.  He noted that minor revisions had been included in the draft recommendation to better clarify this concept.  The participants agreed to incorporate the proposed changes into the recommendation.

Mr. Morris moved, seconded by Ms. Gerush, to adopt the recommendation as revised during the meeting for a thirty-day formal comment period and send to the WEQ Executive Committee for consideration.  The motion passed a simple majority vote without opposition. 

3. Other Business

Ms. Trum stated that she would work with the subcommittee chairs to schedule the next meeting following the close of the formal comment period on the recommendation.
Ms. Trum stated that, as discussed during the previous meeting, the EIR system administrator, OATI will be migrating the storage area network for the server housing the NAESB EIR on July 12, 2021 at approximately 8:30 PM Central Prevailing Time.  The transition will cause an interruption for EIR users attempting to access the registry for up to one hour beginning at approximately 8:30 PM Central Prevailing Time.  OATI will have support staff available throughout the process, and in the event of an operational emergency prior to the start of migration, EIR users should contact the OATI Help Desk.
Ms. Trum stated that an initial announcement regarding the transition and interruption to user access was distributed on June 1 and a follow-up announcement went out on June 14.  The announcement is also posted to the news items display in the NAESB EIR.  Ms. Trum stated that additional reminder announcements will be distributed the week prior to and the day of the transition.  Mr. Phillips asked if there were any questions or comments.  None were offered.

The meeting adjourned at 1:46 PM Central on a motion by Mr. Norris.
