FINAL MINUTES
1. Welcome 
Mr. Phillips welcomed the participants to the meeting and the participants introduced themselves. Ms. Trum delivered the NAESB Antitrust and Meeting Policy reminder.  Mr. Phillips reviewed the agenda.  Mr. Norris moved, seconded by Mr. Smith, to adopt the agenda as final.  The motion passed a simple majority vote without opposition.

The participants reviewed the draft minutes from the July 28, 2020 meeting.  Mr. Tritch moved, seconded by Mr. Buus, to adopt the draft minutes as final.  The motion passed a simple majority vote without opposition.  The final minutes from the meeting are available at the following link: https://www.naesb.org/pdf4/weq_ciss072820fm.doc.
2. Discuss Implementation of e-Tagging Functional Specification Version 1.8.4
Ms. Trum stated that the day prior to the scheduled implementation date of e-Tagging Functional Specification Version 1.8.4, multiple industry participants reached out to the NAESB office requesting a delay of the specification implementation due to the state of emergency declared in California and system operating conditions.  As a result, the implementation was postponed.  The NAESB office distributed an announcement to the industry and reached out to each tagging vendor that had expressed a prior intent to participate in the cutover to the new version of the specification.  Mr. Phillips asked the participants if there were suggestions on a new implementation date.
Mr. Stone stated that SoftSmiths is ready to implement at any time but suggested that the industry be provided several weeks’ notice.  Mr. Tritch agreed.  Mr. Pradhan suggested the new implementation date be established as September 15, 2020.  Mr. Stone, Mr. Tritch, Ms. Fanjing, Mr. Sloan, and Mr. Aparicio all stated that their respective entities could be ready to implement on this date.  The participants revised the implementation plan to reflect the new, September 15, 2020 implementation date.
Mr. Stone moved, seconded by Mr. Tritch, to adopt the revised implementation plan.  The motion passed a simple majority vote without opposition.

Ms. Trum stated that the NAESB office would post the new implementation plan and distribute an announcement to the industry.

3. Continue to Discuss 2020 WEQ Annual Plan Item 4.f
Mr. Phillips stated that during the previous meeting, Mr. Dhuri had taken an action item to develop potential language for subcommittee discussion.  Mr. Dhuri reviewed the work paper.  He explained that the proposal is to create a new appendix to WEQ-004 to describe the minimum requirements needed to automate the NSI Checkout process.  The participants discussed the proposed language and developed modifications.
Mr. Robinson asked if the appendix is needed given that entities are required to participate in the NSI Checkout Process by NERC Reliability Standard INT-009-2.1.  Mr. Browning stated that the language is not to duplicate the NERC requirements.  He explained that the new appendix is intended to complement and support the NERC standard by identifying the minimum elements needed to implement a new business process that entities could use to meet the NERC requirements.  Mr. Dhuri stated that the intent is not to duplicate any of the NERC requirements within the new appendix.
Mr. Pradhan asked if the intent of the new appendix language is that all entities adopt an automated process following the identified requirements.  Mr. Browning stated that the purpose of the language is to assist entities that may want to implement an automated process by identifying basic communication requirements and data components that should be considered in the development of an automated system.

Mr. Phillips asked the participants to review the revised work paper and come prepare to the next meeting to discuss any additional modifications.
4. Other Business

Preliminary Review of New Standards Requests 
Mr. Buus stated that based on discussions from the past several meetings, he had submitted Standards Request R20011.  The request proposes a review of the tagging backup procedures as identified in WEQ-004 and the NAESB e-Tagging Functional Specification and make updates as needed to incorporate new technology or solutions.  Mr. Buus stated that the proposal is intended to help ensure that the tagging backup procedures will continue to maintain real-time commercial schedule tracking and communications as well as employ adequate recovery processes in case of small and/or large-scale failures.
Ms. Trum stated that the triage period ends on September 8, and that the request has been proposed to be assigned to the WEQ CISS.
