FINAL MINUTES
1. Welcome 
Mr. Phillips welcomed the participants to the meeting and the participants introduced themselves. Ms. Trum delivered the NAESB Antitrust and Meeting Policy reminder.  Mr. Phillips reviewed the agenda.  Ms. Townley moved, seconded by Mr. Robinson, to adopt the agenda as final.  The motion passed a simple majority vote without opposition.

The participants reviewed the draft minutes from the August 25, 2020 meeting.  No modifications were offered.  Mr. Stone moved, seconded by Mr. Norris, to adopt the draft minutes as final. 2. Discuss Implementation of e-Tagging Functional Specification Version 1.8.4
Mr. Phillips stated that the implementation of e-Tagging Specification Version 1.8.4 is scheduled for Tuesday, September 15.  Ms. Trum stated that an email reminder was sent out yesterday which included on how to join the conference bridge.  She stated that the conference line will be open at 12:45 AM Central on Tuesday, September 15.
Mr. Phillips asked if there were any questions or concerns with moving forward with the implementation as scheduled.  None were offered.
3. Continue to Discuss 2020 WEQ Annual Plan Item 4.f
Mr. Phillips reviewed the draft language as revised during the previous meeting.  A minor modification was made to the wording.  Mr. Phillips suggested the subcommittee hold an informal comment period on the draft recommendation.  There was general consensus to move forward in this direction.  The informal comment period will end on September 18, 2020.  The participants will review any informal comments and potentially vote on a recommendation during the next meeting of the subcommittee.
4. Discuss Standards Request R20011

Mr. Phillips reviewed Standards Request R20011.  The participants determined to begin addressing the standards request by reviewing WEQ-004-A e-Tagging Service Performance Requirements and Failure Procedures to identify any potential areas that may need to be modified or updated.

The participants discussed Section A – e-Tagging Service Performance Requirements.  Mr. Sloan stated that as part of the requirements for e-Tag Authority Services it states that scheduled outages should only occur between 1:00 AM and 4:00 AM Central Standard Time.  He suggested that this language may need to be updated to clarify that scheduled outages do not include the any scheduled outage needed to implement the new e-Tag specifications.
The participants agreed that there should be a consideration as to if there is a need for a redundancy requirement for e-Tag Authority Services.

The participants discussed Section B – Failure Procedures.  There was discussion that in instances of a failure of the e-Tag Authority Service, the Sink BA should be required to communicate reliability changes to the Source BA but that communication to other entities should be optional based on feasibility.

The participants agreed that requirements use the telephone for back-up communications in instances of a singular failure may need to be replaced with newer technology or some general notification requirement.
The participants noted several other sections that may need to be modified for accuracy.

The participants will review the e-Tagging Specification during the next meeting.
