DRAFT MINUTES
1. Welcome 
Mr. Buus welcomed the participants to the meeting and the participants introduced themselves. Ms. Trum delivered the NAESB Antitrust and Meeting Policy reminder.  Mr. Buus reviewed the agenda.  Mr. Norris moved, seconded by Ms. Guo, to adopt the agenda as final.  The motion passed a simple majority vote without opposition.

The participants reviewed the draft minutes from the September 9, 2020 meeting.  One modification was made for accuracy purposes.  Ms. Gerush moved, seconded by Mr. Browning, to adopt the draft minutes as final.  The motion passed a simple majority vote without opposition. 2. Discuss Implementation of e-Tagging Functional Specification Version 1.8.4
Mr. Buus stated that Version 1.8.4 of the e-Tagging Specification was implemented on September 15, 2020 without issue.  Ms. Trum stated that the NAESB office distributed an announcement regarding the successful implementation to the industry the same day.  She thanked the industry and the tagging vendors for their time and participation to develop and implement the new version of the specification and thanked Mr. Buus and Mr. Phillips for their leadership.
3. Review Informal Comments and Potentially Vote on Recommendation to Address 2020 WEQ Annual Plan Item 3.f
Mr. Buus stated that no informal comments were submitted regarding the draft recommendation.  The participants reviewed the draft recommendation.  Mr. Dhuri proposed one minor modification to the wording.  It was noted that the draft language uses the acronym NSI but that NSI does not appear in WEQ-000.  The participants agreed to include language in the recommendation to modify WEQ-000 to include NSI.
Mr. Browning moved, seconded by Mr. Dhuri, to adopt the recommendation as revised during the meeting.  The motion passed a simple majority vote without opposition.

4. Continue to Discuss Standards Request R20011

The participants discussed Standards Request R20011.  Ms. Trum stated that during the previous meeting, the participants had reviewed WEQ-004 and noted areas which may need to be further discussed for potential revisions.
Mr. Buus stated that currently, Appendix A of WEQ-004 focuses on actions that should take place if there is a singular failure.  He explained that the focus of the standards request is to determine if there are updates that should be considered to these processes as well as if there are needed requirements to address back-up processes in instances of a mass communication failure.  Mr. Browning stated that a number of entities already have internal procedures in case of a wide-spread outage.  He noted that e-Tagging is a market functionality that is beneficial but not necessary for reliability and as such, there may not be a need for back-up e-Tags in case of a wide-spread outage given that e-Tag Authority Services are already subject to redundancy requirements.  Mr. Buus asked if additional requirements need to be added to the e-Tagging Specification.  Mr. Pradhan stated that the WEQ-004 Business Practice Standards outline the requirements while the specification addresses the implementation of those requirements.  Mr. Browning stated that within the specification, redundancy requirements are addressed in Section 3.7 Availability and Performance.
The participants began reviewing the comments added to WEQ-004 during the previous meeting and making modifications to WEQ-004.

Mr. Phillips stated that since the last subcommittee meeting, Minor Correction MC20012 had been submitted to change all references within the standards from Version 1.8.3 to Version 1.8.4 of the e-Tagging Specification.  He stated that the WEQ Executive Committee will be addressing the minor correction prior to the subcommittee’s completion of a recommendation and as such, the subcommittee will not need to update the specification references as part of the recommendation.  Ms. Gerush stated that the subcommittee should consider adding the phrase “or most current version” after references to the e-Tagging Specification.  Ms. Trum stated that as discussed in the past, NAESB standards reference a specific version of documents or other standards based on direction provided by the FERC.  She explained that this has been the practice since the organization was the Gas Industry Standards Board.  Mr. Buus stated that BPA had discussed this issue internally and supports continuing the to reference only one specific version of the e-Tagging Specification in the standards as this has been a long-standing practice within NAESB and has support from the FERC.
The participants discussed the e-Tag Authority Service requirements listed as part of Appendix A.  Mr. Phillips stated that during the previous meeting, the participants had questioned as to if a distinction needed to be made to indicate that the implementation of a new e-Tagging Specification could take place outside of the hours indicated for scheduled maintenance.  Mr. Pradhan stated that the intent of identifying hours for scheduled maintenance was likely not to limit the implementation of a new version of the specification but rather to identify the time periods in which an authority service can take its system offline to perform maintenance.  The participants determined to add a new bullet point to clarify that the implementation of a new version of the specification can take place outside of the scheduled maintenance window.
The participants modified the language included as part of the e-Tag Authority Service Failure Actions to streamline the communication of reliability changes from a Sink BA.  The participants also updated the table identifying the actions that should take place following a singular failure.  The participants agreed to modify the references from telephone requirements to general notice requirements in order to allow entities to determine the most efficient manner of notice.  Mr. Buus noted that per the note included at the end of the table, entities are still required to first establish a connection using an alternative communication method, a second internet service provider, or a private network if available.  As part of the modifications, the participants proposed to delete note 2 and note 4.  Note 2 was proposed for deletion as the statement was redundant to the table.  Note 4 was proposed for deletion as the backup communication is the final step in the back-up processes in instances of singular failure.  It was determined that a final communication after the back-up communication was an unnecessary step.
