DRAFT MINUTES

1. Welcome
Mr. Quimby opened the meeting and welcomed the participants.  Ms. Mallett reviewed the Antitrust and Other Meeting Policies reminder.  Mr. Quimby reviewed the agenda with the participants.  The agenda was adopted by consensus.
The participants reviewed the redlines to the November 15, 2022 draft minutes submitted by Mr. Steigerwald.  Mr. Wood moved to adopt the revised draft minutes as final.  Mr. Steigerwald seconded the motion. The motion passed a simple majority vote without opposition. 2. Discussion on Standards Request R22002 – Request to review FERC Order No. 881 to implement ambient-adjusted ratings on the transmission lines to improve the accuracy and transparency of electric transmission line ratings
Mr. Quimby stated that the WEQ OASIS Subcommittee previously met to discuss Standards Request R22002 on September 28, 2022 and October 19, 2022 and November 15, 2022.  He stated that, during those meetings, the subcommittee reviewed the work paper Order No. 881 Standards Work Paper redline and, during the last meeting, determined that most of the items, such as Available Transfer Capability (ATC)/ Total Transfer Capability (TTC) methodology and facility ratings, fall within the purview of the WEQ Business Practices Subcommittee (WEQ BPS).  At the end of the last meeting, the subcommittee participants were asked to discuss the Transparency section of the work paper within their companies offline and determine the need for an optional template to enable those who choose to provide certain information on a password-protected website other than OASIS, to do so uniformly.
Mr. Steigerwald stated that a bullet point could be added to the list in WEQ001-13.1.5 ATC Information Link to include the optional posting of transmission line databases in OASIS.  He stated that, since the posting is optional, it does not necessarily have to be placed in the standards at all.  Mr. Arbitelle stated that there was no need to add the optional template to the standards and suggested no action on Standards Request R22002.  Mr. Quimby stated that he discussed the proposal to include an optional template within his company and SPP is not in favor of moving forward.  He stated that SPP currently has a structure in place and it is easier to update in real time.

The subcommittee chairs will communicate to the WEQ BPS chairs that OASIS will not take action on the standards request.  The subcommittee discussed voting out a no action recommendation for Standards Request R22002 during the February 14, 2023 WEQ OASIS Subcommittee meeting.
