DRAFT MINUTES

1. Welcome
Mr. Quimby opened the meeting and thanked the participants for accommodating the change in meeting format.  Ms. Trum reviewed the Antitrust and Other Meeting Policies reminder.  Mr. Quimby reviewed the agenda with the participants.  The agenda was adopted by consensus.
The participants reviewed the draft minutes from the May 19, 2020 meeting.  No modifications were offered.  Mr. Wood moved to adopt the draft minutes as final.  The motion passed a simple majority vote without opposition.  The final minutes for the meeting are available through the following hyperlink: https://www.naesb.org/pdf4/weq_oasis051920fm.doc.
2. Review OASIS Calendar

The participants reviewed the meeting calendar.  The July 21 – 23, 2020 meeting was rescheduled to a conference call on Tuesday, August 4, 2020 from 9:00 AM – 4:00 PM.  The August 18 – 20, 2020 meeting was transitioned to a single-day conference call on Tuesday, August 18, 2020 from 9:00 – 4:00 PM Central

3. Discussion and Possible Vote on R20003
Mr. Wood reviewed the draft recommendation.

The participants discussed WEQ-x001-9.5.4.2.  Mr. Steigerwald noted that the standard refers to scheduling rights, but that this may be the incorrect terminology.  The language was modified to clarify that once a redirect on a firm basis is confirmed and unconditional, the transmission provider reduces the customer’s rights to take firm point-to-point service, not the customer’s scheduling rights.
Additional revisions for clarity were also made to WEQ-001-11.1.5, WEQ-001-11.1.6, WEQ-003, and WEQ-013.
Mr. Sorenson stated that some of the examples included in WEQ-013, specifically Example 5, may be confusing.  He explained that while the example is technically correct, there are certain implementations in which the example would not be accurate.  Mr. Arbitelle stated that the example may need to better account for the preemption and competition process as well.  The participants discussed if these revisions should be done as part of Standards Request R20003 or a separate standards development effort.  Mr. Quimby suggested that a separate standards development effort may be appropriate so the subcommittee can take the necessary time to review all the examples for accuracy.  Mr. Stander stated that he would submit a request for standards development to NAESB on the issue.
Mr. Quimby asked if there were any additional issues that needed to be discussed to address Standards Request R20003.  None were offered.

Mr. Schingle moved, seconded by Mr. Henderson, to adopt the recommendation for Standards Request R20003 as revised for formal comments and send to the WEQ Executive Committee.  The motion passed a simple majority vote without opposition.
4. Wrap-Up and Plan for Next Meeting

The participants created a draft agenda for the August 4, 2020 conference call.
5. Other Business

Mr. Wood stated that in addition to the forthcoming standards request discussed earlier in the meeting, there may be additional areas of the standards that could benefit from a review to ensure clarity and consistency with the standards.  He stated that he would review the standards to identify any potential areas for review.
Ms. Trum noted that the WEQ Cybersecurity Subcommittee will be meeting on June 30, 2020.  She stated that she would work with the subcommittee co-chairs as needed to schedule a joint meeting between the WEQ Cybersecurity Subcommittee and WEQ OASIS Subcommittee.
6. Adjourn

The meeting adjourned at 1:19 PM Central on June 23, 2020 on a motion by Mr. Henderson.
