DRAFT MINUTES

1. Welcome
Mr. Quimby opened the meeting and conducted the introductions.  Ms. Trum presented the Antitrust and Other Meeting Policies reminder.  Mr. Quimby reviewed the agenda with the participants.  The agenda was adopted on a motion by Mr. Wood.
2. Discussion on Annual Plan Items
Discussion on 2019 WEQ Annual Plan Item 6.b.ii
Mr. Sorenson reviewed his proposed modifications to the draft recommendation.
The participants discussed if the proposed revisions to WEQ-002-5 should use the verb “shall” or “should.”  Mr. Manning voiced support for using the word “should.”  Mr. Steigerwald stated that the word “should” would be a deviation from all other standards included in WEQ-002.  He stated that using the word “should” instead of “shall” could imply an unintended distinction between WEQ-002-5 and other standards.  Mr. Wood stated that during the March 26, 2019 meeting of the WEQ Executive Committee, a presentation had been made regarding the differentiation between “should” and “shall” when drafting standards.  He explained that “should” language implies an optional requirement that is recommended by not specifically required while “shall” language defines a specific requirement that is not optional and must be implemented as described in the standard.
Mr. Steigerwald stated that the verb “shall” should be used in WEQ-002-5 as the revisions are describing best practices that the TSIP needs to consider.  Mr. Wood agreed, stating that the “should” language would mean that TSIPs have the discretion to not consider the recommended best practices.  Mr. Quimby suggested a straw poll to determine if the preference of the participants.  In the straw poll, four voted in favor of using the verb “should” and seven voted in favor of using the word “shall.”  
Ms. Wong reviewed the work paper identifying the various retention requirements references within the WEQ OASIS Suite of Business Practice Standards.  The participants discussed the requirements and determined the identified retention periods are consistent with FERC regulations. The participants agreed to discuss the recommendation further with the WEQ Cybersecurity Subcommittee during a joint meeting on October 3, 2019.  During the meeting, the participants may also consider a vote on the recommendation.
