DRAFT MINUTES

1. Welcome
Mr. Quimby opened the meeting and conducted the introductions.  Ms. Mallett provided the Antitrust and Other Meeting Policies reminder.  Mr. Quimby reviewed the agenda with the participants.  The agenda was adopted by consensus.
The participants reviewed the draft minutes from the September 23-24, 2020 conference call.  No modifications were offered.  Mr. Wood moved to adopt the draft minutes as final.  Mr. Henderson seconded the motion.  The motion passed a simple majority vote without opposition.

2. Review Proposed 2021 WEQ Annual Plan Items Annual Plan Items
The participants reviewed the proposed 2021 WEQ Annual Plan as approved by the WEQ Executive Committee on October 27, 2020 and discussed the two items assigned to the WEQ OASIS Subcommittee, 3.b and 3.c.
· Proposed 2021 Annual Plan Item 3.b – Develop industry business practice standards to provide a cross-reference table for the NAESB WEQ OASIS Business Practice Standards (WEQ-000, 001, 002, 003, and 013) to provide specificity in determining which standards are linked together
Mr. Wood stated that he proposed this item during the 2020 Annual Plan Subcommittee conference call.  The cross-reference table would be added in the Appendices to help users find related standards across WEQ-000, WEQ-001, WEQ-002, and WEQ-013.  The participants reviewed a preliminary draft recommendation developed by Mr. Wood.  Mr. Quimby stated that the cross-reference table would be useful as a refresher to the current users and will be of immense help to new users.  Mr. Wood suggested that the subcommittee begin the drafting of the cross-reference in January.  Ms. Shintani asked whether the table would highlight major topics, such as rollover rights and consolidations, or every aspect of the standards.  Mr. Wood stated that that determination would be left to the subcommittee.  Mr. Steigerwald offered comments in support of developing the cross-reference and added that the project could be divided into individual working groups working from a master list, rather than the subcommittee undertaking the creation of the whole table all at once.  He stated that finding items in WEQ-000 and WEQ-003 is quicker than finding the related standards in WEQ-001, WEQ-003, and WEQ-013.  Mr. Wood agreed and stated that WEQ-003 could be omitted.  Mr. Wood stated that the WEQ SRS has been assigned 2021 WEQ Annual Plan Item 3.a, an item to add a column to WEQ-000 that effects 3.b.  He clarified, if WEQ-000 is not included in the cross-reference, it will still be covered in the Appendices through the WEQ SRS effort.  Mr. Arbitelle stated that, while the subcommittee is determining the granularity of the cross-reference table, it should weigh the fact that the table will need to be updated when future modifications of the standards are applied. Mr. Quimby suggested that the participants consider the cross- reference table over the holiday break.
· Annual Plan Item 3.c – Development of industry business standards, as applicable, for identification of all modifications of service made to an original reservation in one location within OASIS.
The participants reviewed the workpaper, Modification of Service Reference Tracking Draft, developed by Mr. Quimby.  Mr. Quimby stated that this item is reminiscent of popular ancestry tracking services, as there are multigenerational displays proposed.  He stated that the Request Type templates for each type of modification contain a data element that refers to the modified reservation, the parent/child relationship.  Mr. Quimby explained that the link only exists for one generation of modification.  He stated that the annual plan item would provide visibility into the “family tree” of a given, confirmed reservation in a single display, as it would have a link back to the information for the parent reservation and, if that parent is a child, then it would contain the Assignment Reference Number (ARef) of its parent reservation.  Mr. Quimby stated that it is advantageous to know who receives returned capacity.  He opened the floor for discussion.

Mr. Wood offered comments in support of the item.  Ms. Johnson from Bonneville Power Administration (BPA) stated her support for the proposal and asked what the scenario would look like if the original ARef was unknown.  For example, if a user enters the ARef for Transaction 3, would information on the first two transactions be received?  Mr. Arbitelle suggested that the template be expanded to include the transactions after the transmission service reservation entered by the user.  After a brief discussion, Mr. Quimby stated that the consensus seems to be that the bi-directional approach to the template would be worth consideration.  He took the action item to expand the template and bring the work paper back to the subcommittee.
3. Discuss 2021 WEQ OASIS Meeting Calendar

The participants discussed and redlined the Proposed 2021 WEQ OASIS Meeting Calendar.  Mr. Quimby asked for any thoughts on the prohibition of travel.  The participants noted that BPA, SPP, and Southern Company have suspended travel until further notice.  Ms. Mallett will confirm the conference call dates with the NAESB calendar.
4. Adjourn

Mr. Quimby thanked Mr. Schingle for creating and delivering a presentation on eleven WEQ OASIS Subcommittee recommendations to the WEQ Executive Committee in October.  Mr. Henderson moved to adjourn the meeting at 10:14 AM Central.  The motion passed without opposition.
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
