DRAFT MINUTES
1. Welcome
Mr. Robinson opened the conference call and welcomed the participants.  Ms. Mallett provided the Antitrust and Other Meeting Policies reminder.  The participants introduced themselves over the phone and reviewed the meeting agenda.  The agenda items calling for the review of standards requests and the coordination of glossary definitions were removed from the agenda.  Mr. Skiba proposed the addition of a discussion on the NERC Activity Report to the agenda.  Mr. Skiba moved, seconded by Mr. Wood, to adopt the revised draft agenda as final.  The motion passed without opposition.
The participants reviewed the February 13, 2019 draft meeting minutes.  Modifications were made to clarify the revisions made to the February 13, 2019 agenda.  Mr. Wood moved, seconded by Mr. Skiba, to adopt the draft minutes as final.  The motion passed without opposition.

2. Coordination of Glossary Definitions
There were no new terms to review for this agenda item.
3. Review Standards Requests
There were no new standards requests to review for this agenda item.
4. Review Recommendations
Mr. Robinson stated that he drafted comments for four annual plan items on behalf of the WEQ SRS:
2019 WEQ Annual Plan Item 3.b and 2019 WEQ Annual Plan Item 3.f/R18009

Mr. Robinson reviewed the comments with the participants.  He stated that he went through each standard to ensure consistency and noted that no modifications were suggested.  2019 WEQ Annual Plan Item 3.b calls for the WEQ Open Access Same Time Information System (OASIS) Subcommittee to evaluate adding dynamic notification for the rollover rights renewal deadline and develop new standards/modifications as needed.  2019 WEQ Annual Plan Item 3.f tasks the same subcommittee to review and modify WEQ-002-4.2.10.3 Dynamic Notification to provide the following enhancements to be done in conjunction with Business Practice Standards that are being developed for 2018 WEQ API 3.c.: 1. Remove WEQ-002-4.2.10.3.1 HTTP Notification and 2. Modify the standard as necessary to establish a generic structure for e-mail notifications that may be used for status notifications as well as notification for specific events such as notification to customers of the renewal deadline for rollover.  2019 WEQ Annual Plan Item 3.f is related to Standards Request R18009.  The WEQ OASIS Subcommittee held eleven multiday meetings to complete the recommendation which was voted out of the subcommittee on November 29, 2018.  Seven comments were submitted during the thirty day formal comment period from November 28, 2018 to December 28, 2018, including four sets of late comments from the WEQ OASIS Subcommittee.  The recommendation will be included on the agenda for the March 26, 2019 WEQ Executive Committee meeting.
Mr. Skiba moved to forward the WEQ SRS comments on the recommendation to the WEQ Executive Committee.  The motion passed unanimously.  The comments, as revised during the meeting, may be accessed at the following links: https://www.naesb.org/pdf4/weq_srs030719a2.docx.
2019 WEQ Annual Plan Item 3.h/R18011

Mr. Robinson reviewed the comments with the participants.  2019 WEQ Annual Plan Item 3.h was assigned to the Coordinate Interchange Scheduling Subcommittee (CISS) and seeks to address Standards Request R18011, a request regarding the Implementation of WEQ-004 Appendix D – Commercial Timing Tables for WECC. The WEQ CISS met five times to discuss the recommendation which was voted out without opposition during the February 12, 2019 conference call. One comment from Western Area Power Administration was submitted in support of the recommendation during the thirty day formal comment period from February 12, 2019 to March 14, 2019.  The recommendation will be included on the agenda for the March 26, 2019 WEQ Executive Committee meeting.
The WEQ SRS determined that the comments on the recommendation should ask to retain Footnotes 1-4, as opposed to 5-8.  Mr. Wood moved, seconded by Mr. Skiba to forward the comments on the recommendation to the WEQ Executive Committee.  A friendly amendment was accepted to delete the third bullet in the comments.  The motion passed unanimously.  The participants discussed the impact that the recommendation may have on the WEQ standards. 2019 WEQ Annual Plan Item 3.g/R18010

Mr. Robinson reviewed the comments with the participants. He asked the participants whether the term “Buy at Market” should be clarified or defined.  Mr. Wood stated that it is an identifier used on the tags in the tagging system, but not the OASIS.  Ms. Franz stated that she does not use the Buy at Market identifier.  Mr. Wood stated that the subcommittee modified the standards so the product could be used differently.  Mr. Skiba noted that the term “Buy at Market” is not defined anywhere in the standards and only referenced in the WEQ-001-7.3.  The subcommittee determined that it had no concerns on the recommendation.
Mr. Wood moved, seconded by Mr. Phillips, to forward the comments on the recommendation to the WEQ Executive Committee.

Standards Request R18010 was assigned to the WEQ OASIS Subcommittee to develop modifications to the current Next Hour Market Service (NHM) business practice in WEQ-001-7.  The WEQ OASIS Subcommittee held two multiday meetings to discuss the effort and voted out the recommendation on February 21, 2019. To date, no comments have been submitted during the thirty day formal comment period which began on February 19, 2019 and will end on March 20, 2019.  The recommendation will be included on the agenda for the March 26, 2019 WEQ Executive Committee meeting. 2019 WEQ Annual Plan Item 2.a

Mr. Robinson did not review the posted comments with the participants, as the comments were not ripe for discussion.

5. NERC Activity Report

The participants discussed the NERC Project 2018-03 Standards Efficiency Review Retirements.  Mr. Skiba stated that a 45-day comment period for the proposed standards would conclude on April 12, 2019.  The NERC Activity Report was updated to include a note for Project 2018-03 stating: “03/07/19 - The WEQ SRS will continue to monitor this project.  Specifically, the INT standards and MOD 001.  The WEQ SRS recognizes that there may be potential impacts to the WEQ Standards; however, the subcommittee will follow the current practice between NERC and NAESB and wait for formal instructions from NAESB.”
6. New Business

There was no new business to discuss.

Mr. Phillips moved to adjourn the meeting at 2:32 PM Central.  The motion passed unanimously.
