DRAFT MINUTES
1. Welcome
Mr. Robinson opened the conference call and welcomed the participants.  Ms. Trum delivered the Antitrust and Other Meeting Policies reminder.  The participants introduced themselves.  Mr. Robinson reviewed the agenda with the participants.  Mr. Maples moved, seconded by Mr. Johnson, to adopt the agenda as final.  The motion passed a simple majority vote without opposition.
Mr. Robinson reviewed the draft minutes from the February 11, 2025, April 5, 2023 and March 3, 2021 meetings.  No modifications were offered.  Mr. Maples moved, seconded by Mr. Johnson, to adopt the draft minutes as final.  The motion passed a simple majority vote without opposition.

2. Review and Update NERC Activity Report
Mr. Robinson reviewed the NERC Activity Report with the participants.  The participants reviewed the draft NERC EOP-012-3 developed as part of NERC Project 2024-03.  Mr. Robinson stated there is likely not a need for any new or revised WEQ Business Practice Standards as a result of the revisions proposed to the reliability standard.  He noted that the revised definition is not a defined term used within the business practices and that the requirements address the responsibilities and actions of generator owners.  Mr. Johnson agreed.  He noted that there may be future revisions to the reliability standard as a result of ongoing industry discussions.  The participants agreed to continue to monitor the NERC Project until the Commission takes action on the proposed reliability standard.
The participants discussed NERC Project 2022-04 EMT Modeling.  Mr. Watkins noted that FERC approved NERC Reliability Standard PRC-030-1 Unexpected Inverter-Based Resource Event Management on February 20, 2025.  The participants reviewed the new NERC Reliability Standard.  The participants reviewed the reliability standard and determined that there was not a need for further action by NAESB at this time.

3. Review Any Standards Requests, Recommendations, or Minor Corrections

There was general agreement that no further action would be needed from the subcommittee to support consistency, based on the revisions as proposed in the requests.  

Mr. Robinson stated that one no action recommendation had been distributed for a formal comment period since the last WEQ SRS meeting.  The participants reviewed the no action recommendation to support 2025 WEQ Annual Plan Item 3.c – Review cybersecurity protections, such as Public Key Infrastructure (PKI), that may be necessary to secure electronic communications for distributed energy resources (DERs), and develop business practices as needed.  The participants agreed that no further action is needed at this time.
