FINAL MINUTES
1. Welcome
Mr. Robinson opened the conference call and welcomed the participants.  Ms. Mallett provided the Antitrust and Other Meeting Policies reminder.  The participants introduced themselves over the phone and reviewed the meeting agenda.  The agenda item calling for coordination of glossary definitions was removed from the agenda.  Mr. Wood moved, seconded by Ms. Franz, to adopt the revised draft agenda as final.  The motion passed without opposition.
The participants reviewed the May 10, 2019 draft meeting minutes.  Mr. Phillips, seconded by Mr. Wood, moved to adopt the draft minutes as final.  The motion passed without opposition.

2. Coordination of Glossary Definitions
There were no new terms to review for this agenda item.
3. Review Standards Requests
The participants reviewed Standards Request R18011, a request submitted by PowerEx Corporation.  Mr. Robinson noted that the WEQ Executive Committee remanded the request back to the WEQ Coordinate Interchange Scheduling Subcommittee (CISS) during its March 26, 2019 conference call.  Mr. Phillips stated that the request was taken to NERC by the requestor for clarification.  Ms. Franz noted that the request concerned the Implementation of WEQ-004 Appendix D – Commercial Timing Tables for WECC.  The WEQ SRS discussed the request and noted on the Matrix that the WEQ CISS is awaiting NERC clarification.
Mr. Robinson stated that the R19007 was a request submitted by NERC to review the NAESB WEQ Business Practice Standards following the NERC Standards Efficiency Review Retirements of the MOD Reliability Standards.  The subcommittee discussed the request and noted on the Matrix that the WEQ BPS is currently addressing the WEQ Business Practices.
The participants reviewed R19008, a request submitted by NERC.  Mr. Wood stated that NERC asked for a review of the NAESB WEQ Business Practice Standards following the NERC Standards Efficiency Review Retirements affecting the INT family of Reliability Standards. The subcommittee discussed the request and noted on the Matrix that the WEQ CISS is currently addressing the WEQ Business Practices.

4. Review Recommendations
The subcommittee reviewed the 2019 WEQ Annual Plan.
Mr. Wood noted that 2019 WEQ Annual Plan Item 1, addressing Parallel Flow Visualization (PFV), is currently being discussed by the WEQ Business Practices Subcommittee.  He stated that the recommendation for 2019 WEQ Annual Plan Item 2 will be developed in response to Paragraph 1627 of Order No. 890 and that effort has been pushed out to 2020.  Mr. Wood stated that 2019 WEQ Annual Plan Item 3.c and 3.e were split into two parts and the OASIS Subcommittee anticipates that the recommendation for 2019 WEQ Annual Plan Item 3.c will be completed by the October Executive Committee meeting.  The recommendation for 2019 WEQ Annual Plan Item 3.e, addressing the treatment of Rollover Rights for Network Integration Transmission Service (NITS) is scheduled to be completed by the end of the year.  Both 2019 WEQ Annual Plan Items 3.f and 3.g have been closed out.  For 2019 WEQ Annual Plan Item 3.h, the requestor of R18011 has taken the request to NERC to receive clarification and will return to the subcommittee with that update. 
The subcommittee determined that the Annual Plan Item tab in the Matrix work paper should include the updated titles for all of the recommendations that have been posted for formal comment.  This effort will reduce confusion when tracking the annual plan items and eliminate any potential duplications on the list.  Mr Robinson and Ms. Mallett agreed to work on the updates offline.
5. NERC Activity Report
Mr. Robinson reviewed the NERC Activity Report with the participants.  The subcommittee noted that no further action was needed on Projects 2017-04, Project 2017-07, and 2018-03.
6. New Business

There was no further business to discuss.
7. Adjourn

The meeting adjourned at 1:46 PM Central on a motion by Ms. Franz.  The motion passed unanimously.
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
