DRAFT MINUTES
1. Welcome
Mr. Norton opened the conference call and welcomed the participants.  Ms. Trum delivered the Antitrust and Other Meeting Policies reminder.  The participants introduced themselves.  Mr. Norton reviewed the agenda with the participants.  Mr. Wood moved, seconded by Mr. Watkins, to adopt the agenda as final.  The motion passed a simple majority vote without opposition.
Mr. Norton reviewed the draft minutes from the August 22, 2025, December 9, 2016, May 18, 2006, April 15, 2005, and September 9 – 10, 2003 meetings.  No modifications were offered.  Mr. Wood moved, seconded by Ms. Wilson, to adopt the draft minutes as final.  The motion passed a simple majority vote without opposition.

2. Review and Update NERC Activity Report
Mr. Norton reviewed the NERC Activity Report.  The participants discussed NERC Project 2020-06, NERC Project 2021-01 and NERC Project 2022-02.  Mr. Wood noted that the drafts for MOD-033-3 and MOD-032-2 include the defined term Distributed Energy Resource (DER) and that the definition differs than what is used in WEQ-000.  Ms. Trum stated that the WEQ/RMQ BPS, as part of their current joint annual plan effort to support the integration of DER/DER aggregation registries by the industry, have discussed how a registry could help support NERC standard development efforts related to FERC Order No. 901, including MOD-032-2 specifically.  Mr. Wood stated that the joint subcommittees had developed a draft framework as part of their previous meeting which includes a parking lot item to define a DER within the context of the registry.  He suggested that the WEQ SRS continue to monitor the efforts.
The participants discussed NERC Project 2024-01.  Mr. Norton explained that the subcommittee had previously determined that no specific changes to WEQ-000 would be needed based on its prior review of the revised definitions for the two defined terms, generator operator and generator owner.  Ms. Trum stated that FERC approved the revised definitions on October 1, 2025.  Mr. Wood asked if the revisions to the definitions or reliability standard efforts could impact the entity roles supported by the NAESB Electric Industry Registry (EIR).  Ms. Trum stated that the WEQ CISS had considered the need for changes to the NAESB EIR entity role categories after similar changes had been made to the NERC Rules of Procedure.  She explained that the WEQ CISS determined no modifications were needed as the change did not impact commercial scheduling and transmission management operations at this time and the existing NAESB EIR entity roles would accommodate the registration of an entity that may own or operate an inverter-based resource.  Mr. Wood suggested that no further action from the WEQ SRS is needed at this time.  There was general agreement.
The participants discussed NERC Project 2025-02.  Mr. Norton noted that NERC began drafting efforts in September.  He suggested that the participants continue to monitor the effort.

The participants discussed NERC Project 2025-03 and NERC Project 2025-04.  Mr. Wood stated that both these efforts are related to FERC Order No. 901 directives and could impact NAESB DER-related efforts or WEQ-023.  He suggested the participants continue to monitor the efforts.

3. Review Any Standards Requests, Recommendations, or Minor Corrections

Mr. Norton stated that WEQ subcommittees had voted out three recommendations since the last meeting of the WEQ SRS.  
The participants reviewed the no action recommendation to support 2025 WEQ Annual Plan Item 3.b and the recommendation to support 2025 WEQ Annual Plan Item 3.a.  Ms. Trum noted that as part of the recommendation to support 2025 WEQ Annual Plan Item 3.a, the WEQ Cybersecurity Subcommittee proposed revisions to the NAESB Accreditation Specification for Authorized Certificate Authorities.  She stated that the industry formal comment period for the recommendations closed on September 26, 2025 with no comments received.
The participants reviewed the recommendation to support 2025 WEQ Annual Plan Item 1.b / R24005.  Ms. Trum stated that the recommendation, developed by the WEQ BPS, proposes a new suite of WEQ Business Practice Standards and consistency modifications to WEQ-000.  She noted that the industry formal comment period ends on October 14, 2025.  

Mr. Wood stated that there does not appear to be any issues within the recommendations that would need to be addressed by the WEQ SRS.  Mr. Norton agreed, and asked if there were any comments from other participants.  None were offered.
