Dear Members of the Wholesale Gas Quadrant (WGQ),

A conference call was held on October 8, 2025 at 2:00 PM Central to review the proposed 2026 WGQ Annual Plan and the comments submitted on the plan.  The following notes resulted from the meeting:
	Administration:
	· Ms. Hogge welcomed the participants and reviewed the agenda.  Ms. Trum provided the Antitrust Guidelines and Meeting Policies reminder.  The agenda was adopted on a motion by Mr. Sappenfield, seconded by Mr. McCord.

	Review and Discussion of Proposed WGQ 2025 Annual Plan
	· An announcement of the WGQ Annual Plan Subcommittee conference call and a request for comments on the WGQ 2026 Annual Plan was distributed on September 10, 2025.  Comments were submitted by American Gas Association (AGA), KS Energy Consultant, and The Vessel Group.
· Ms. Hogge asked Mr. Agen to review the comments submitted by AGA.  Mr. Agen stated that the comments propose the WGQ retain Provisional Item 3 related to gas-electric coordination standard efforts.  He noted that the WEQ included a similar item as part of its proposed plan.
· Mr. Busch asked what the scope of the potential effort would be, noting that some gas-electric issues are outside of NAESB’s scope.  Ms. Hogge stated that provisional items serve as a placeholder for future standard efforts.  Mr. Booe explained that to become an active standards development effort, there would need to be direction from the NAESB Board of Directors or a request for standards development.
· Mr. McCord asked if there was a need to modify the language of Provisional Item 3, noting that recent industry discussions around gas-electric coordination issues have expanded beyond interactions during extreme weather conditions.  The participants agreed to add the phrase “for example” to clarify.
· Ms. Hogge asked Mr. Sappenfield to review the comments submitted by KS Energy Consultant.  Mr. Sappenfield stated that the comments are a markup of the 2025 WGQ Annual Plan and propose the addition of a new provisional item to address technical implementation to support the NAESB Base Contract for the Purchase and Sale of Hydrogen and Canadian Addendum.  The participants agreed to add the effort as Provisional Item 4.
· Ms. Hogge suggested that Item 2 be retained and updated to reflect development of a reference tool for the next published version.  She proposed a 2026 completion date.
· Mr. Burden noted that the Electronic Delivery Mechanism (EDM) Subcommittee participants had agreed to add to Item 1 a reference to the Quadrant EDM Related Standards Manual.
· Ms. Hogge asked Ms. Munson to review the comments submitted by The Vessel Group.  Ms. Munson stated that the comments propose two new efforts, one to review and update NAESB WGQ Standard No. 4.3.52 and a second to review the WGQ Nominations Related Standards Manual and consider the need for updates to data elements that can be replaced by business practices, technology and/or are no longer needed.  She explained that the intent of these efforts is to support greater consistency and efficiency in the technical implementation of the standards.
· Ms. Hogge suggested that the review of NAESB WGQ Standard No. 4.3.52 may be better addressed through a request for standards development.  She proposed the participants consider including the review of the WGQ Nominations Related Standards Manual as an item on the proposed 2026 WGQ Annual Plan.
· Ms. Van Pelt noted that there would be a logistical component to such an effort.  She suggested that this may need to be a two-part item, with the first step being to investigate usage of the existing data elements and determine what modifications should be needed.  Mr. Burden stated that there are many linked data elements which may make revisions or elimination of data elements complicated.  
· The participants worked to develop potential language for the two-part annual plan item.  Due to timing constraints, Mr. Booe suggested that the participants continue the discussion as part of the upcoming WGQ Executive Committee meeting.
· Ms. Hogge asked if there were any other modifications to the proposed 2026 WGQ Annual Plan.  None were offered.
· Ms. Munson moved, seconded by Mr. Agen, to adopt the proposed 2026 WGQ Annual Plan as modified during the meeting.  The motion passed a simple majority vote without opposition.  The proposed plan can be found at the following hyperlink: https://naesb.org/pdf4/wgq_aplan100825a1.docx. 
· The proposed 2026 WGQ Annual Plan will be reviewed and subject to vote by the WGQ Executive Committee on October 23, 2025.  The final proposed plan will be presented to the Board of Directors for consideration during its meeting on December 11, 2025.
