1.
Welcome & Administrative Items

Mr. Sappenfield opened the meeting and welcomed the participants.  Ms. Jang provided the Antitrust and Other Meeting Policies reminder, and Mr. Sappenfield reviewed the agenda with the participants. Mr. Prokop moved to adopt the agenda, and Mr. Burden seconded the motion. The motion passed a simple majority vote without opposition.  
The participants reviewed the draft minutes from the March 31, 2026 meeting. Mr. Burden moved, seconded by Mr. Connor, to adopt the draft minutes as final. The motion passed a simple majority vote without opposition. 2. Review the Draft Ammonia Contract Chair Workpaper 
Mr. Sappenfield introduced the Ammonia Strawman Contract workpaper and provided an overview of the initial draft for the sale and purchase of ammonia. He stated that the draft contract was developed in response to a Standards Request by the Clean Hydrogen Buyers Alliance, drawing from the core provisions of the NAESB Base Contract for the Sale and Purchase of Hydrogen. He stated that these provisions include the optionality for several transaction types, including commodity-only transactions and bundled or unbundled transactions with energy attribute certificates that may be attached to the commodity, as well as provisions addressing carbon intensity protocols and its related elements. He noted that energy attribute certificates and carbon intensity ratings are key components of the contract, particularly for future use under book or trace and claim transactions regarding carbon intensity certifications.   
Mr. Sappenfield also noted that provisions from the NAESB WGQ Master Agreement for Purchase, Sale or Exchange of Liquid Hydrocarbons were incorporated to address the distinct transaction structures and transportation methods applicable to ammonia that are not addressed in the NAESB Hydrogen Base Contract, including transportation by truck, barge, rail, and ship.
Mr. Sappenfield stated that the Requester worked with the Ammonia Energy Association (AEA), a key stakeholder representing major US and global ammonia producers, for comments and suggestions on the draft contract. He stated that AEA expressed support for the effort, anticipating use of the NAESB contract as part of its ammonia transactions.  He noted that the draft incorporates AEA’s comments and includes placeholders for further discussion, as AEA finalizes development of its certification, carbon intensity, and identification protocols that may be incorporated as part of the document for the subcommittee’s consideration. 
Mr. Sappenfield requested that participants and industry stakeholders to review the draft strawman contract document and provide comments by May 12, 2026. 
3.
Identify Next Steps and Action Items

Mr. Sappenfield stated that the next meeting is scheduled for May 14, 2026, during which the participants will review the comments submitted for draft ammonia contract.

Other Business
Mr. Sappenfield stated that, following the May 14, 2026 meeting, future subcommittee meetings are anticipated to be held on a three-to-four-week cycle.
