Mr. Spangler reviewed the modifications made to the NAESB WGQ Quadrant Electronic Delivery Mechanism Related Standards Manual (QEDM).  He stated that Appendices B and C were combined and references to those appendices were updated throughout the document.  The participants discussed the possible browsers to be listed in the Appendices as well as the references to RFC documents.  Ms. Hogge suggested that the minimum technical guidelines and the suggested example work station be combined.  Mr. Connor stated that the examples should be retained, as they are suggestions beyond the minimum needed.  Mr. Spangler suggested clarifying that one table is minimal and the other is merely an example of a possible workstation.  Ms. Hogge stated that the two tables may confuse developers.  The subcommittee changed the example to “Example Minimum Configuration of a Client Workstation” and deleted the minimum hardware table.  The participants agreed to review the draft document with their in-house developers before the next meeting.
