Welcome
Mr. Spangler welcomed the participants and opened the meeting.  Ms. Mallett provided the Antitrust and Other Meeting Policies reminder.  The participants introduced themselves over the phone.  Mr. Spangler reviewed the draft agenda which was adopted as final by consensus.
The participants reviewed the July 10, 2019 draft meeting minutes.  Mr. Burden moved to adopt the draft minutes as final.  Mr. McCord seconded the motion.  The motion passed without opposition.  The final minutes are available at the following link: https://www.naesb.org//pdf4/wgq_edm071019fm.doc.

Discussion and Vote on 2019 WGQ Annual Plan Item 2 – Review minimum technical characteristics in Appendices B, C, and D of the WGQ QEDM Manual, and make changes as appropriate

Mr. Spangler reviewed the NAESB WGQ Quadrant Electronic Delivery Mechanism Related Standards Manual (QEDM).  Ms. Hogge noted that the version notes at the front of the QEDM would be moved to the back of the document upon publication.
Section D: The participants agreed that Section D, a list of the standards ordered by function, should be removed because the WGQ Matrix is now used to find corresponding standards.
Appendix B Minimum Technical Characteristics and Guidelines for the Developer and User of the Customer Activities Web Site: Mr. McCord stated that Internet Explorer is getting harder to support and it has not been updated since 2013.  The participants discussed other browser options such as Chrome, Microsoft Edge, and Mozilla Firefox.  The participants agreed to talk to their company’s IT departments to determine whether Microsoft Edge and Google Chrome should be listed in the Browser section of Appendix B and whether Mozilla Firefox and Internet Explorer should be moved to the Example Configuration for Client Workstation section.  Ms. Hoffee noted that any browser listed in the Browser section of Appendix B would result in additional testing.  Mr. Burden read the statistics from his company’s page and found that Internet Explorer is used to reach the page 50% of the time, while Google Chrome is used 37% of the time.  He stated that the amount of people accessing the page through Internet Explorer is decreasing over the years.  The participants discussed backwards compatibility and noted that there may be a case where a version of Internet Explorer was not compatible with Chrome, so there is a need to evaluate each browser separately.  The participants agreed to delete Windows 7 and Windows 8 from the Example Configuration for Client Workstation section.  Ms. Hoffee stated that a 1280x768 display resolution is not ideal and noted that her company’s analysis found that the most common resolution on their site is 1920x1080 and the second is 1280x1024.  She suggested that the participants consider whether the zoom level is also relevant in the QEDM.  Mr. Burden stated that he would research aspects of the Microsoft Reporting Services Client Print Control.
