Welcome
Mr. Spangler and Ms. Do welcomed the participants.  Ms. Mallett provided the antitrust and other meeting policies reminder and conducted the introductions.  Mr. Spangler reviewed the draft agenda.  Ms. Hogge moved, seconded by Mr. McCord, to adopt the draft agenda as final.  The motion passed without opposition.  The participants reviewed the August 19, 2019 WGQ EDM and RMQ IR/TEIS draft meeting minutes.  Minor edits were made.  Ms. Do moved, seconded by Mr. Burden, to adopt the revised August 19, 2019 draft meeting minutes as final.  The motion passed without opposition.

Begin Discussion on 2019 RMQ Annual Plan Item 6.a/2019 WGQ Annual Plan Item 6.a (Review the surety assessment performed by Sandia National Laboratories and determine if standard changes are necessary) and 2019 RMQ Annual Plan Item 6.b/2019 WGQ Annual Plan Item 6.b (Develop and/or modify the NAESB Business Practice Standards if needed to address any recommendations resulting from the surety assessment performed by Sandia National Laboratories)
Mr. Spangler explained that the Sandia National Laboratories (Sandia) completed its surety assessment report on the NAESB Business Practice Standards and Model Business Practices.  The Board Critical Infrastructure Committee (Board CIC) held two meetings on August 7 and August 14 to review the surety assessment report and draft four assignments documents.  The Chairs of the WGQ EDM and RMQ IR/TEIS created an Assignments Work Paper comprised of the joint assignments from the Board CIC to the RMQ IR/TEIS and WGQ EDM Subcommittees.  The subcommittee reviewed the Assignments Work Paper during the August 19 and August 26 conference calls.  Mr. Spangler stated that several new documents were posted for the meeting.  Ms. McCain submitted the Sandia-Standards Cross Reference 09032019 and the Sandia Workpaper - Effected NAESB Standards 09032019, and Ms. Hogge submitted the Pipeline Workpaper, Proposed Standards (to replace 4.1.15 Work Paper).
The participants reviewed the Sandia Workpaper - Effected NAESB Standards 09032019.  Mr. Burden explained that the document modified the WGQ and RMQ Standards and Model Business Practices to add transport layer security instead of SSL.  He stated that the term transport layer security would be lower-cased so as not to imply a specific version.  Ms. Van Pelt agreed to use the term generically throughout the document.  As the subcommittee discussed each of the items, the participants noted that Principle 4.1.39 could be changed from a principle to a numbered standard in the body of the book.  Several edits were made to correctly reflect and provide consistency to the terms and phrases used within the standards and model business practices. The subcommittees will pick up the discussion on the document at Item #D27.
