Welcome
Mr. Spangler and Ms. Do welcomed the participants. Ms. Mallett provided the Antitrust and Other Meeting Policies reminder and conducted the introductions. Mr. Spangler reviewed the draft agenda. Ms. Hogge, seconded by Mr. Burden, moved to adopt the agenda as final. The motion passed without opposition. The participants reviewed the September 23, 2019 WGQ EDM and RMQ IR/TEIS draft meeting minutes. Ms. Hogge, seconded by Ms. Do, moved to adopt the September 23, 2019 draft meeting minutes as final. The motion passed without opposition.

Discussion on 2019 RMQ Annual Plan Item 6.a/2019 WGQ Annual Plan Item 6.a (Review the surety assessment performed by Sandia National Laboratories and determine if standard changes are necessary) and 2019 RMQ Annual Plan Item 6.b/2019 WGQ Annual Plan Item 6.b (Develop and/or modify the NAESB Business Practice Standards if needed to address any recommendations resulting from the surety assessment performed by Sandia National Laboratories)
The subcommittees continued with the review of the Response to Sandia National Laboratories (Sandia Work Paper). He stated that he added a column entitled “NAESB Response” and two columns that indicate the RMQ and WGQ standards that were modified, changed, or created relative to the applicable standards. The participants discussed row #5 and noted that it is lacking a reply.

The participants turned to the Appendix A Work Paper. Mr. Burden stated that the work paper was reviewed and the appendices were updated. Additionally, the introductory language for Appendix D was modified and some hyperlinks were removed from the work paper. Mr. Burden explained that Active X® is insecure and the subcommittees determined that it should be deleted from the appendices. Under the Security section in Appendix B, the participants added the latest generally available version of Transport Layer Security (TLS). Mr. Burden stated that he would review the Internet Electronic Transport (IET) Business Practice Standards as well.

Ms. Hogge reviewed the Proposed Modifications to the WGQ Quadrant Electronic Delivery Mechanism (QEDM) Manual. She noted that the Proposed New Definition No. 10.3.z1 is proposed to replace the NAESB Standard No, 10.1.7, a principle. Additionally, Proposed Standard Nos. 10.3.z2 and 4.3.z1 are intended to replace the principles, WGQ Standard Nos. 10.1.7 and 4.1.15, respectively. Proposed Standard No. 4.3.z2 is intended to modify the principle WGQ Standard No. 4.1.39. Mr. Gracey asked whether the log information referred to in Proposed New Standard 4.3.z1 suggests that forensic analysis should be for all information or just malicious information. Mr. Spangler stated that the standards are silent in terms of what forensic analysis is rendered and how often it should be analyzed. Mr. Burden agreed to look into the 10.3.z2 to determine whether the QEDM should continue to be mentioned in the standard. Mr. Burden and Ms. Hogge will review the Appendix A Work Paper.
